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Bond issuances by India Inc
could surge to touch about
₹11.50-12 lakh crore in FY26
as corporates rush to take ad-
vantage of easy liquidity and
lower interest rates to lock in
funds for a longer duration.

India Inc’s resource mo-
bilisation via bonds rose
about 18 per cent year-on-
year to ₹9,87,056 crore in
FY25 against ₹8,37,756 crore
in FY24, per SEBI data.

Banks’ continued focus on
lending to highly rated cor-
porates (with at least ‘A’ or
higher rating) in order to
avoid asset-quality issues
may prompt the lower-rated
ones to tap bonds in a big way
to mobilise resources.

Venkatakrishnan
Srinivasan, Founder and
Managing Partner, Rockfort
Fincap LLP, said that the
growth in bond issuances
would be driven by aggress-
ive liquidity infusion, a
dovish monetary policy
stance and a front-loaded
borrowing rush by marquee
issuers.

As corporations hurry to
lock in funding amid contin-

ued repo rate cuts and
abundant system liquidity,
total issuances in FY26 are
forecast to comfortably
cross ₹11 lakh crore, a new
milestone, he added.

Ajay Manglunia, Executive
Director, Capri Global Cap-
ital, observed that compan-
ies rated below ‘AA’ are not
easily getting money from
banks. However, investors
such as HNIs and family of-
fices, who are in the quest for
good returns, are willing to
lend to them.

“Bond issuances this year
could grow 15-20 per cent,
aided by softer rates. So,

when the rates are down,
corporates will rush to mop
up resources,” he said.

ALL-TIME HIGH

The Rockfort Fincap chief
noted that April 2025 wit-
nessed an all-time high in
terms of primary market
activity in bonds (total issu-
ances at about ₹1 lakh crore),
surpassing all previous April
month issuances. This re-
cord volume came on the
back of the April rate cut, a
clear shift in monetary policy
stance and continuous li-
quidity infusion into the
banking system.

The appetite for tapping
the bond market to raise
funds can be gauged from the
recent Reliance Industries’
announcement of plans to
raise up to ₹25,000 crore
through the issuance of lis-
ted, secured/unsecured, re-
deemable non-convertible
debentures in one or more
tranches on private place-
ment basis.

He observed that issuers
rushed to the market to lock
in low-cost funding, break-
ing away from the traditional
lull that April usually sees.
This underscores the ur-
gency among corporates to
secure debt at sub-7 per cent
annualised coupon rates.

“The infrastructure sec-
tor, both public and private,
is expected to dominate bor-
rowing in FY26... Banks are
targeting more than ₹1 lakh
crore in infrastructure bond
issuances this fiscal to meet
priority sector lending
norms. AAA- and AA-rated
non-bank financial compan-
ies (NBFCs) are not far be-
hind. Their refinancing
needs and new capex plans
will lead to more fixed-rate
bond issuances, taking ad-
vantage of yield compres-
sion,” he said.

Mumbai-based Star Housing
Finance is planning to bol-
ster its capital base with an
equity raise of up to ₹50
crore to grow its assets un-
der management (AUM)
four times to ₹2,000 crore in
three years, according to
Kalpesh Dave, CEO.

The proposed listing is
subject to the receipt of all
necessary regulatory ap-
provals. 

FUND-RAISE PLANS

Dave observed that Star HFL
is envisaging a fund raise of
₹45-50 crore on the NSE.
This would help take care of
its growth-related require-
ments to scale up AUM to
₹1,000-1,500 crore over a
period of about two-and-a-
half years and ₹2,000 crore in
about three years.

The company had a net
worth of ₹144 crore and an
outstanding borrowing of
₹420-crore plus as at March-
end 2025, he added. “So, this
capital that we are planning
to raise is only and only to-
wards growth.”

“First, we will finalise the
merchant banker and based
on the deliberations, we will
consider the kind of route we
can tap — it can be through
QIP (qualified institutional
placement) or it can be
through a rights issue. The
mode is open, but purely
equity is something which
we are looking to raise,”
Dave said.

Karur Vysya Bank has main-
tained its growth mo-
mentum in net profit, re-
porting a double-digit rise
for both the March 2025
quarter and the full financial
year FY25.

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State Bank of India has cut
the interest rate on term de-
posits by up to 50 basis
points (bps) on some ten-
ures, according to its web-
site. 

For term deposit up to ₹3
crore, it slashed the interest
rate by 20 bps across tenures,
effective May 16. SBI now of-
fers 3.3-6.7 per cent interest
rate on retail term deposit up
to ₹3 crore, across various
tenures. Senior citizens are
offered up to 50 bps higher
interest.

For bulk deposits above ₹3
crore, it has cut interest rate
between 25 and 50 bps
across tenures. SBI now of-
fers 4.75 per cent interest
rate on term deposits above
₹3 crore for 7-14 day tenure,
and up to 6.25 per cent re-
turns on bulk deposits for 3-
10 years.

Analysts said that SBI had
slashed the deposit rate in
view of surplus liquidity in
the banking system and
would likely cut deposit and
loan rates further as the RBI
is likely to continue with in-
terest rate easing.
